	NOTE TO SPECIFIER:

U.S. Department of Labor indicates the following criteria for determining construction type http://www.wdol.gov/usrguide/sectionc.aspx :

Building Construction:  Construction of sheltered enclosures with walk-in access for the purpose of housing persons, machinery, equipment, or supplies; all construction of such structures; the installation of utilities and of equipment, both above and below grade levels.  Such structures need not be “habitable” to be building construction; the installation of heavy machinery and/or equipment does not change the character as a building.

Highway Construction:  Construction, alteration or repair of roads, streets, highways, runways, taxiways, alleys, trails, paths, parking areas, and other similar work.

Heavy Construction:  Includes Work that is not properly classified as either “building” or “highway.”  Includes, but is not limited to, demolition (not incidental to construction), canals, channels, drainage projects, ponds, electrification (outdoors), land drainage and leveling, pipelines, reservoirs, revetments, storage tanks, and wells.
